3. What does this passage reveal about who God is and how He relates to His people? 
4. In this passage, what role does fire play? What does it symbolize or communicate about God’s presence or power? 
5. What do you think the people in this story would have been feeling or struggling with? How does God meet them in that moment? 
6. How might this passage encourage someone who is walking through uncertainty, suffering, or a “wilderness” season right now?

7. What “ropes” might God want to burn off in your life right now—things you’ve become too dependent on, comfortable with, or distracted by? 
8. If God wants His people to “catch fire” spiritually, what would that look like in your own life over the next few weeks?
